MOUFLON  
A collection of luxurious dual-purpose wools which include 
mohair and alpaca.

The collection takes its name from the mouflon, a wild species 
of sheep thought to be the ancestor for all modern domestic 
sheep breeds.

COLBY – a wide-width washable polyester with the appearance 
of a plain linen woven with a hand-spun yarn. This fabric is 
flame-retardant making it an ideal choice for both hospitality 
and domestic interiors.

NOCTURNE – a wide-width washable polyester with the 
soft texture and appearance of a marled wool. In addition to 
providing 100% blackout it has a flame-retardant back-coating.

SKOMER – an island off the coast of Wales gives its name to 
this collection of semi-plain weaves. The four textured weave 
qualities include bouclé, chenille and spaced-dyed yarns,  
and are stain-resistant.
